Merced; University of Redlands; and University of Washington. Their areas of study include: biology, business, education, 

engineering, nursing, medicine, and various liberal arts degrees.

Tuition costs are on the rise and 

scholarships are scarce; therefore, we are thankful that these students can take with them a small scholarship to help them 

through their educational journey. We look forward to being able to continue to award more scholarships to hard-working 

students throughout the years,” said Susan Benner, executive director.
